Such standard formats typically cov-
er most target groups like offi ce us-
ers, press representatives or pre-press
specialists.

Cropping an image
Asset Converter enhances this ba-
sic functionality and provides dynam-
ic conversion and image editing di-
rectly in Picturepark. Images can be
dynamically converted into desired 
formats and resolutions. E.g. you only 
need a certain detail of an image and 
this should be in Web resolution at a 
specifi ed size – using a neat and clean 
user interface Asset Converter will do 
it for you.

Safe image conversion
Asset converter can read a wide variety 
of image formats and converts those 
into the most needed image formats 
such as JPG, TIF, PDF or GIF. For every 
conversion the fi nal size, target resolu-
tion, colour room and colour profi le can 
be specifi ed. Important: Asset Convert-
er supports safe colour transformation 
across RGB and CMYK for fi les with 
embedded colour profi le.

Image manipulation
Professional image editing software 
like Photoshop contains powerful im-
age manipulation functions. Asset Con-
verter includes the essential ones such 
as rotating, fl ipping, blurring, sharpen-
ing and adjustment for contrast, bright-
ness and colour saturation.

Exporting or save
In order to crop your detailed selection 
you can zoom into the image. Addi-
tionally you can undo all actions.

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Picturepark Report Manager is a statis-
tics module for the analysis of contents 
and use of Picturepark. The administra-
tor knows exactly who uses which as-
sets and how traffi c and the used me-
mory space develop.

Analyse usage behaviour
The Report Manager shows how many 
pictures, presentations, documents etc.

The day-to-day business world would 
be almost unthinkable without Power-
Point as a presentation tool. It is cor-
respondingly important to apply the 
corporate identity guidelines in a con-
trolled fashion.

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When MP3 revolutionised the music in-
dustry it was not only due to the high 
rates of compression and exchange 
platforms. The MP3 metadata, which 
stored the artists, song title, album 
title etc. directly with the fi le, were 
decisive. The MP3 metadata could not 
be listened to but could be found in 
specialised search engines – a signifi -
cant success criterion for MP3.

Invisible, but always there
A similar process takes place regard-
ing pictures: so-called XMP metadata 
are stored directly with the picture; 
they are invisible but are searchable 
and can thus be found. Wherever the 
picture fi le is located keywords such 
as information regarding copyrights or 
the photographer may also be called 
up. Many modern operating systems 
and desktop search engines search and 
display XMP metadata. In the area of 
press photography these are known as 
IPTC metadata and have been in use 
for some time already.

Synchronous with Picturepark
Picturepark, too, can read and write 
XMP metadata. If available, they are 
directly read from the picture upon im-
port and transferred to the Picturepark 
database, so that no manual entry is 
required. Once they are imported all 
changes made in Picturepark are also 
synchronised in XMP metadata – in 
the original pictures as well as all pic-
ture versions (e.g. PowerPoint formats). 
Thus the database and the fi les are 
always updated to the same status.

Wide range of support
Picturepark supports with its Version 
6.0 various schemes of XMP metadata: 
DublinCore, Xmp-Basic, IPTC or Pho-
toshop. The XMP fi elds may be mapped 
onto any database fi elds in Picturepark. 
For each of these mappings there is 
an additional feature defi ning whether 
the data shall only be read or should 
also be re-written onto the picture after 
subsequent changes in Picturepark.
